I started as a Word Processing Systems Operator with the Dept. of Insurance.  This was with Risk Management, consisting mostly of documentation control, with correspondence drafting and document prep for lawyer requests.  Within a year, I was promoted to Programmer Analyst (Trainee through Analyst I) at the Dept. of Highway Safety and Motor Vehicles. For several years, I was batch application programming (Cobol & JCL on an Oracle Mainframe.) During restructuring, I was transferred to a new Web Portal Group (PL/SQL packages, some Java on a SQL Server.) After another 10 years or so, I was promoted to Analyst II at the Dept. of Financial Services, where I was the lead web application developer for Central Accounting (Web Focus, HTML, CSS, NaturalOne, and some Natural on an Adabas mainframe) for the last 10 years.  I worked hybrid remote, moving to fully remote in early 2020.
